                        Holy Living—Living Like Jesus

Scripture Text:  1 Peter 1:13-25
Author: Peter
Importance of the text: We all face challenges in the daily living out of our faith in Jesus Christ. Peter exhorts his readers with the truth, and in living “holy lives”.
1 Peter 1:13-16
 13Therefore, preparing your minds for action, and being sober-minded, set your hope fully on the grace that will be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ. 14As obedient children, do not be conformed to the passions of your former ignorance, 15but as he who called you is holy, you also be holy in all your conduct, 16since it is written, "You shall be holy, for I am holy."
· Peter is telling his readers that strenuous mental preparation is needed by Christians so that they do not conform to their former ignorance, the sins of their past lives.
· The word “holy” means, consecrated or acceptable to God, holy people.
· Our model of holiness comes from Jesus’ example, not those around us.
· When we grow in our understanding and in the truth of grace, we yield control to the Holy Spirit. Then we are more able to be under control and more disciplined/more faithful to God.

1 Peter 1:17-21
17And if you call on him as Father who judges impartially according to each one’s deeds, conduct yourselves with fear throughout the time of your exile, 18knowing that you were ransomed from the futile ways inherited from your forefathers, not with perishable things such as silver or gold, 19but with the precious blood of Christ, like that of a lamb without blemish or spot. 20He was foreknown before the foundation of the world but was made manifest in the last times for the sake of you 21 who through him are believers in God, who raised him from the dead and gave him glory, so that your faith and hope are in God.

· Children of obedience should also be strangers to their former empty way of life.
· We have been redeemed (bought for a price) with the precious blood of Christ.
· As a result of God’s eternal plan and priceless payment for sin, our faith and hope can be placed in Him.


1 Peter 1:22-25
· A positive result of obeying the truth is a purified life. “How can a young man keep his way pure? By living according to Your Word” (Ps. 119:9).
· Sincere, deep love for each other comes from a changed heart and may require deep, intense effort. The type of effort Jesus displayed going to Calvary.
· Imperishable seed is the Word of God which will never perish and which imparts the wisdom and strength which will endure forever.

How can we live holy lives, how can we live like Jesus?

1. We need to put away our former life. 
“Do not be conformed to the passions of your former life.”  

2. We need to prepare our minds for action.
It requires discipline and self-control or should I say Holy Spirit control in      our lives.


3. We need to set our hope fully! 
Our hope is set on the grace that has been given us when Jesus revealed himself to us, and we accepted his gift!
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
