· He was MARRIED
· Listed as FIRST among the apostles

· Was BOLD in his faith, yet he DENIED Jesus

· Keenly aware of his SINFULNESS
· Part of the INNER CIRCLE of three apostles closest to Jesus

· Specifically commissioned by Jesus to SHEPHERD and TEND His sheep

· Following Jesus’ ascension, became the CHIEF SPEAKER
· Performed MIRACLES in Jesus’ name

· Became even bolder in the face of PERSECUTION  (Acts 5:17 - 40)
