Luke 1:26-38 – Gabriel’s Visit With Mary
Setting and Situation
· It was the sixth month of Elizabeth’s pregnancy
· Angels
· Vast number (but not specified exactly how many)
· There are two classes of angels: fallen and un-fallen (holy)
· Angels were important to Luke’s historical Gospel, as he refers them 23 times
· Messengers of the Lord (bearing both good and wrathful messages)
· Gabriel makes second appearance in Luke 
· Only 1 of 3 named angels in Scripture
· Appears 2 times to Daniel
· Appears to Zacharias
· Appears to Mary
· Nazareth
· Town in the region of Galilee
· Place where Gabriel gave the announcement to Mary
· Home for Jesus for His first 30 years of life on earth
· Jesus began His ministry in the synagogue there
· Geographically, it is 70 miles north of Jerusalem

· Joseph
· Descendant of David (Matt. 1:1)
· Husband of Mary
· Given revelation by an angel that Jesus would be born to Mary (Matt. 1:20-21)
· Righteous man (Matt. 1:19)
· Carpenter by trade (Matt. 13:55)
· Mary
· Engaged or betrothed (Matt. 1:18) to Joseph
· Jewish engagements lasted one year
· Could only be broken by death or divorce
· Couple was referred to as husband and wife
· No sexual relations until wedding feast, therefore Mary was a virgin
· 12 – 14 years old at the time of Gabriel meeting her
Gabriel’s Message
· Mary was given a unique privilege by God 
· To be the mother of the Savior of the world
· His name will be Jesus (“He will save His people from their sins” Matt 1:21) 

· He will be great – “Son of the Most High”
· He will reign as King
· Fulfilling God’s promise to David in 2 Samuel 7:12-16
· His Kingdom will be forever
Conception of the God-Man

· Will be by miraculous power of the Holy Spirit of God
· Resulting pregnancy will
· Bring holy Child to earth
· Reveal God’s only Son
· Be the only man who ever lived who also is God
Hypostatic Union

· The union of Jesus Christ in his humanity with his deity, which is formed into one person
· A descendent of David and yet at the same time was referred to as the Son of God, indicating that he was both human and God
· Jesus is equal with God and assumed the nature of a servant to the Father in attaining a human form (Philippians 2:6-8)
· Only Jesus, as God, could be the atoning sacrifice for man

Mary’s Humility

· Submission as a servant / slave
· Will
· Physical body
· Emotions
· Despite assured future hardships
· Possible / likely death
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· The prophesied one
· 2 Samuel 7:12-16
· Deuteronomy 18:15-18
· Psalm 2:6-9
· Isaiah 7:14
· Isaiah 9:6-7
· The Son of God / Son of Most High
· Immanuel: God with us
· Jesus: He wills save His people from their sins
· Wonderful Counselor
· Mighty God
· Everlasting Father
· Prince of Peace
· The one and only God-Man
· He is fully God AND fully Man
