Luke 2:22-40: What are my passions?
Mary and Joseph’s Passion
· To obedience of the Bible
· Genesis 17:12 
And every male among you who is eight days old shall be circumcised throughout your generations, a servant who is born in the house or who is bought with money from any foreigner, who is not of your descendants.
· To the command of God through the angel
· Matthew 1:21 
She will bear a Son; and you shall call His name Jesus, for He will save His people from their sins.
· To be pure 40 days after childbirth
· Leviticus 12:6, 8
6 When the days of her purification are completed, for a son or for a daughter, she shall bring to the priest at the doorway of the tent of meeting a one year old lamb for a burnt offering and a young pigeon or a turtledove for a sin offering. 8 But if she cannot afford a lamb, then she shall take two turtledoves or two young pigeons, the one for a burnt offering and the other for a sin offering; and the priest shall make atonement for her, and she will be clean.

· Exodus 13:2 
Sanctify to Me every firstborn, the first offspring of every womb among the sons of Israel, both of man and beast; it belongs to Me.

· “A light of revelation to the Gentiles,
