Preaching is meaningless (15:14a)

Faith is futile (15:14b)

Apostles were liars (15:15)

There is no remedy for sin (15:17)

Death will be the victor (15:18-19)

Therefore, just as through one man sin entered into the world, and death through sin, and so death spread to all men, because all sinned.

We Have Hope Because Christ is Coming 
1 Cor. 15:23-24
Again for Those Who Believe in Him

The Bible tells us there are two resurrections:

John 5:28–29 
28 Do not marvel at this; for an hour is coming, in which all who are in the tombs will hear His voice, 29 and will come forth; those who did the good deeds to a resurrection of life, those who committed the evil deeds to a resurrection of judgment.



The First Resurrection is Two Phases
· Rapture of those who have died believing in Christ
· 1 Thessalonians 4:16 
For the Lord Himself will descend from heaven with a shout, with the voice of the archangel and with the trumpet of God, and the dead in Christ will rise first.
· Revelation 20:4 
Then I saw thrones, and they sat on them, and judgment was given to them. And I saw the souls of those who had been beheaded because of their testimony of Jesus and because of the word of God, and those who had not worshiped the beast or his image, and had not received the mark on their forehead and on their hand; and they came to life and reigned with Christ for a thousand years. 

The Second Resurrection

Revelation 20:13 
And the sea gave up the dead which were in it, and death and Hades gave up the dead which were in them; and they were judged, every one of them according to their deeds.

We Have Hope Because God Reigns
1 Cor. 15:25-28
What does this mean for me?
· Satan and his demons bring sin and destruction to the world
· Christ’s resurrection defeated Satan’s scheme at the cross
· Satan’s eternal doom is assured
· Christ’s resurrection foretells the resurrection of all those who believe in Him
· In the resurrection, there will be no more death or sin 
· Christ’s death provided forgiveness of sins
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
