Gabriel’s Mission
Luke 1:26-27
· 6th month = of Elizabeth’s pregnancy
· From God
· To Nazareth, a town in the region of Galilee
· To a virgin (Greek = parthenon)
Gabriel’s Comfort
Luke 1:28-29
· “Greetings favored one!”
· “The Lord is with you.”
· Mary was bewildered because she didn’t understand why she was favored by God
Gabriel’s Message
Luke 1:30-33
1.
You will bear a son
· God blessed her with a child (Ps. 127:3)
2.
The Son will be named Jesus which means, “God saves”
3.
He will be great / Son of the Most High
4.
He will be given the throne of David
· In fulfillment of 2 Samuel 7:13-16
5.
He will reign and rule forever over an unending kingdom

Gabriel’s Reassurance
Luke 1:34-37

· Gabriel relieved Mary’s confusion
· The child will be born by the Holy Spirit of God (not human means)
· Because with God there are no impossibilities!

Mary’s Humility
Luke 1:38

· I serve at the pleasure of the Lord
· A willingness to do wat she could not have understood
· God said it
· I believe it
· That settles it
What does this mean for me?

· Angels are not the only messengers of God
· John the Baptist was called God’s messenger
· Matthew 11:10 
This is the one about whom it is written, ‘Behold, I send My messenger ahead of You, Who will prepare Your way before You.’
· Each of us, like Gabriel, are sent by God to declare His message
· The One God used to save the world has come
· It is the sole message of the Advent Season
· God has authorized you to speak for Him to the world
· Matthew 28:19–20 
19 “Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and the Son and the Holy Spirit, 20 teaching them to observe all that I commanded you; and lo, I am with you always, even to the end of the age.”
