# 2 – Sardis may have been the earliest kingdom to use minted coins.
# 3 – The city gained prosperity when gold was found near its river banks.
# 4 – The temple of Cybele was known for pagan worship very similar to the worship of the goddess Diana found at Ephesus.

# 5 – Sardis was considered a mountain fortress which was very difficult to capture.
# 6 – Sardis epitomized the softness, and degeneration which invariably accompany ultimate wealth, leading to overwhelming complacency.
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# 7 – Christ emphasizes to this church that He is the source of the seven Spirits of God. 
(Rev 3:1)
# 8 – Jesus says that "the seven stars are the angels of the seven churches. Ref. Rev 1:20
# 9 – Unless they repent, judgment will come unannounced like a thief. Rev 1:3
# 10 – By not soiling their garments Jesus was saying that they had retained their loyalty to Him.
# 11 – He who has an ear, let him hear what the Spirit says to the churches.
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
