The Fruit of the Spirit
Love	Sincere devotion by and through actions and words, regardless of the circumstances
Joy	The condition of on-going and persistent gladness, regardless of the situation
Peace	Inner and personal contentment with God, others, and self
Patience	The ability to remain tranquil while awaiting an outcome
Kindness	To demonstrate helpfulness and give benefit to others without expectation of anything in return
Goodness	To be generous toward another person without expecting something in return
Faithfulness	Dependable; trustworthy; ability to rely on someone to stay committed to a course, in this case, to following Jesus Christ
Gentleness	The quality of not being overly impressed by a sense of one’s self-importance; humility; strength under control
Self-control	Restraint of one’s emotions, impulses, or desires
