1.	Avoid the foolishness of ignoring God’s will	James 4:13-14
2.	Avoid the arrogance of denying God’s will	James 4:16
· Pride and arrogance reveal the nature of a person that is rooted in evil
· Bragging about your own ability to plan without the Lord’s guidance is a deadly slope
· All arrogance is sin from which Christ followers must repent
3.	Avoid the sin of disobeying God’s will	James 4:17
4.	Enjoy the blessing of following God’s will	James 4:15
What is God’s will for my life?
1.	God desires to save your soul
· John 6:40 
“For this is the will of My Father, that everyone who beholds the Son and believes in Him will have eternal life, and I Myself will raise him up on the last day.”

2.	God desires your obedience to His Word
· 1 Corinthians 7:19b 
What matters is the keeping of the commandments of God. 

3.	God desires you to grow spiritually
· 1 Thessalonians 4:3 
For this is the will of God, your sanctification.

4.	God desires you to repent of all sin
· 2 Corinthians 7:10 
For the sorrow that is according to the will of God produces a repentance without regret, leading to salvation, but the sorrow of the world produces death.

5.	God desires that you endure hardships and suffering
· 1 Peter 4:19
Therefore, those also who suffer according to the will of God shall entrust their souls to a faithful Creator in doing what is right.

6.	God desires you to serve Him in all that you do
· Hebrews 13:20–21 
20 Now the God of peace, who brought up from the dead the great Shepherd of the sheep through the blood of the eternal covenant, even Jesus our Lord, 21 equip you in every good thing to do His will, working in us that which is pleasing in His sight, through Jesus Christ, to whom be the glory forever and ever. Amen.

7.	God desires that you be thankful in all things
· 1 Thessalonians 5:18 
In everything give thanks; for this is God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.

8.	God desires you to be filled with the Spirit
· Ephesians 5:17–18 
17 So then do not be foolish, but understand what the will of the Lord is. 18 And do not get drunk with wine, for that is dissipation, but be filled with the Spirit.
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
