1 Corinthians 12:4-31
Every Christian Has A Spiritual (grace) Gift
· Each believer will have a different spiritual gift through the Holy Spirit
· All believers do not have the same gifts (i.e. “varieties of gifts” or “different allocations of gifts”
· All gifts are to be used with an attitude of service
· “There are varieties of ministries” or “different allocations of service”
· All gifts are the result of God’s power
· “different allocations of workings”
· All grace-gifts are for the benefit of the whole church body of believers
· “the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good”
Spiritual Gift List & Definitions
· Wisdom: the distinctive ability to discern the mind of Christ and communicate Scriptural truth to a specific situation in order to make the right choices and help others move in the right direction.
· See 1 Kings 3:3-14
· Illustration: 1 Kings 3:16-28
· Knowledge: the ability to understand and comprehend how to live, sometimes accompanying the ability to know things that have never been communicated
· Illustration: Acts 5:1-4
· Faith: the distinctive ability to believe God with confidence for things unseen, spiritual growth, and the will of God
· Mark 11:24
Therefore I say to you, all things for which you pray and ask, believe that you have received them, and they will be granted you.
· Illustration: Matthew 8:5-13
· 
Healings: the distinctive ability to be used as a human intermediary through whom God's supernatural power is applied to a person's physical or emotional need
· Illustration: Acts 9:32-35
· Miracles: the distinctive ability to perform supernatural acts as an instrument or agent of God which alter the expected course of nature
· Illustration: Acts 9:36-41
· Prophecy: the distinctive ability to boldly declare the truth of God, regardless of the consequences, calling people to righteous living
· This is not equivalent to the Old Testament office of the prophets who wrote Scripture (see Revelation 22:18-19)
· Illustration: 1 Corinthians 14:1-31
· Distinguishing of spirits: the distinctive ability to perceive whether a person's actions originate from Godly, demonic, or merely human sources
· Illustration: Acts 16:16-18
· Tongues / Interpretation of Tongues: the distinctive ability to speak or interpret in a language which you have never learned and communicate a divinely anointed message from God to unbelievers
· 1 Corinthians 14:27–28
Every Member’s Gifts Are Needed
· The church is made up of many members, each with a gift(s) according to the will of the Holy Spirit
· Just as the physical body is made up of head, hands, feet, and more, so the church body is made up of many different people, each with a unique purpose so that the church may thrive
· All of us do not have the same gifts, though some overlap
· None of have all the gifts, so all of us are needed
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
